3. Must be a continuous member of a TCFSA member club since July 1, 2006; and

4. Must be available ANYTIME from January 20 — 27, 2008 and follow a general code of conduct. There
will also be a mandatory orientation/practice approximately two days before the start of the
Championships.

Selection Process:

Sweepers will be selected by a lottery drawing to be held on August 13, 2007, following the regularly
scheduled TCFSA meeting. Applications will be sorted according to TCFSA member club. Two (2) skaters
will be drawn from each TCFSA member club. One (1) alternate will be drawn from each TCFSA member
club. Each club is asked to have its TCFSA official delegate(s) and/or club president in attendance to witness
the lottery. A list of the forty (40) sweepers and twenty (20) alternates will be posted on www.tcfsa.org by
5:00 p.m. on August 14, 2007. Each skater selected as a sweeper or an alternate will also be notified in
writing.
